This booklet is intended to explain specifically what your
child will be learning in Y6. Websites are included to
support your child’s learning. Activities are suggested to
consolidate and extend mathematical concepts.



In Y6 your child will learn to:

O Multiply and divide decimals mentally by 10 or 100
and whole numbers by 1000 and explain the effect.

O Order a mixed set of numbers with up to three
decimal places.

O Reduce a fraction to its simplest form by cancelling
common factors.

O Find a fraction of numbers of quantities e.g. be
able to find %2 of 200.

O Understand percentage as the number of parts in
every 100, and find simple percentages of small
whole number quantities.

O Solve simple problems involving ratio and
proportion.

Q Carry out column addition and subtraction in
numbers involving decimals.

Q Derive quickly division facts corresponding to
multiplication tables up to 10 x 10.

Q Carry out long multiplication and division of
numbers involving decimals.

Q Carry out long multiplication of a three digit by a
two digit whole number.

O Use a protractor to measure acute and obtuse
angles to the nearest degree.

O Calculate the perimeter and area of simple
compound shapes.

O Read and plot co-ordinates in all four quadrants.

O Identify and use the operations to solve word
problems involving numbers and quantities and
explain methods and reasoning.

How you can help your child:

O Encourage your child to talk about what they are
doing as they complete work in maths at home. This
will enable them to consolidate their understanding.
Refer to the addition, subtraction, division and
multiplication booklets if you are unsure about the
vocabulary, which the children should be using and
the methods, which have been taught.

O Ask them to work out how much they would save if
they bought the larger size of an item in a
supermarket rather than two of the smaller size.
Would they save much money?

O Consolidate their understanding of ratio and
proportion. Compare how much of one ingredient is
needed when cooking a recipe in comparison to
another.

O Let them read timetables for travelling. Ask them
to work out how long it takes to travel from one
destination to another.

a Ask them to work out sale prices of items. If there
is 25% off an item what will it's new price be? Vary
using different percentages.

O Ensure that they have a secure knowledge of their
times- tables up to 10.

O Compare temperatures of different countries. Ask
them to work out the difference between the
temperature in Britain and another country in Europe.
What is the average temperature over a week?
